Terms and conditions – Clydesdale Hockey Camp - Outdoor

1. Payment – all attendees will pay the designated fee for attending the hockey camp either before or on the first day of attendance .

2. Equipment – mouth guard and shin guards are compulsory.  Please also bring weather appropriate clothing, sunscreen to be the responsibility of the parent/player. Own sticks should be provided but the club may be able to assist from time to time.

3. Behaviour & Discipline – In line with the Club guidelines.

4. Timings – normal times for the hockey camp will start at 10.00am and finish no later that 3.00pm. Any exceptions will be notified in advance with as much notice as practical.

5. Location – Normally hosted at Titwood, 22 Beaton Road, Glasgow G41 4LB but we may use other venues.

6. Weather conditions – Camp may be cancelled due to weather conditions if considered by the head coach to be dangerous or unsuitable.

7. Photographer – Pictures and videos may be taken for coaching, promotion, marketing and publicity purposes. By attending the camp you grant permission to allow pictures and videos to be used for these purposes.

8. 1st Aider – By attending the camp you grant permission for First Aid to be administered. You also authorise the club representative to allow medical professionals to treat the player. We will always try to contact the main contact provided at registration time if such circumstances arise.  

9. Child Protection – The club have a Child Protection policy and the camp will be administered in line with the club Child Protection policy.

10. Lunch – Before a player under 16 years of age is permitted to leave the camp venue permission of the responsible adult (parent or guardian) must be granted.

11. Register – All players must be registered before attending the camp. This is normally done online so please seek assistance if this is not possible.
